Minutes of Council Meeting
City of Minden, Nebraska
February 2, 2026

The City Council of the City of Minden, Nebraska, met on this day at 6:00 p.m. in regular session in the Council Chambers,
pursuant to advance notice of said meeting simultaneously transmitted to all members of the Council and to the public as shown
by the copy thereof posted in the Minden City Hall, Outside the Minden City Hall, First Bank & Trust Co., Minden Exchange
Bank & Trust Co., and the Post Office. A copy of the notice is on file in the office of the City Clerk.

Mayor Evans called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. The following City Council members were present: David Bunger, Teresa
Sumstine, Jack Yant and Alyssa Schneider. The following City Officials were present: Mayor Larry Evans, City Administrator
Michael Krings, and City Clerk Abbey Jordan. Absent: City Attorney Andrew Olson.

All proceedings hereinafter were taken while the convened meeting was open to the attendance of the public.
Atter roll was called, Mayor Evans led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Then Mayor Evans made the following statement:

“Pursuant to the Open Meetings Act and Public Records Law Requirements a current copy of the Open Meetings Act is
posted for public inspection on the east wall of the Council Chambers. In addition, for public inspection, there is located
on the table to the south of the chairs in the Council Chambers, a copy of the Council packet that was distributed to the
members of the Council prior to this meeting.

Agenda Item #3, Council Announcements. Bunger thanked City Employees for their work on the main break. Krings stated that
on Tuesday night there was a water main that had broke under the highway. The utilities crew had to shut off the water, empty
the water tower, and hire a company to do a live tap to add a shut off. It is fixed and the hole should be filled in early this week
and lanes should be open again soon. Evans said that there was a good turnout at the open house for Zu Haus Flats. Krings
confirmed that there is a tenant that is now living there.

Sumstine motioned to approve the agreement with Miller & Associates for the Leadership Community Recertification Process
for $5,500 and Schneider seconded. Krings stated that every five years you have to apply to be a certified leadership
community and that this will keep us eligible for state funding and grants. On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine,
Yant, and Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #7, Consider approval of a resolution directing the sale of surplus property with a fair market value of less than
$5,000.

RESOLUTION NO. 1829

A RESOLUTION DIRECTING THE SALE OF SURPLUS PERSONAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF
MINDEN, NEBRASKA.

WHEREAS, the City of Minden does have in its possession certain property deemed to be surplus
property to the City, with a fair market value of less than $5,000, and wishes to dispose of this property; and

WHEREAS, State Statute 17-503.02 allows for the sale of surplus personal property by posting the
sale in three prominent places within the City for a period of not less than seven days prior to the sale; and

WHEREAS, the City of Minden will sell the surplus items via public auction and the City of Minden
staff may dispose of any items not bid on during the public auction.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Minden that the
following City property is declared surplus and will be sold for at least the minimum value of $1. All units sold
without any warranty or any expressed warranty.

Bunger motioned to approve Resolution 1829 directing the sale of surplus property with a fair market value of less than $5,000
and Yant seconded. Krings stated that in order for the City to get rid of equipment, the Council will need to approve the surplus
auction of items and disposal if not bid on. Krings stated that this will help clean up city property that has been in the trees
between the street and wastewater departments. Yant asked if this would be an in person or online auction. Krings said that he
believed that it would be online only. Sumstine asked about a disclaimer about possible chemicals on the poles. Krings stated
that he would get with Rusty to see about adding that. On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, Yant, and
Schneider. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #8, Consider selection of bid for a shelter at Chautauqua Park.

Yant motioned to approve Morton Buildings to install a park shelter at Chautauqua Park in the amount of $34,985 and
Schneider seconded. Krings stated this has been in discussion for a while now. With the funds received from ACE, natural gas
selection. Krings stated this project is funded by the funds received from residents who choose ACE in the natural gas selection
process. Over the past 4 years, the city has received approximately $20,000 and set it aside for this project. This is the only
park that does not have a park shelter. He said that the least expensive shelter bid by Premier Buildings also built the less
robust shelter at the new RV Campground. Morton’s shelter is a little bigger than the Premier Buildings shelter, but it is smaller
than the shelters at other city parks. Electrical is not included in the bid, so the City would need handle that. The City’s Parks,
Tree, and Cemetery Board met previously and wanted the shelter to be located on the north side by the parking area. Bunger
requested to have 2 electrical circuits for use. Sumstine asked if there could be a sidewalk that could lead to this? It was
confirmed that this could be looked into. On roll call, the following voted aye: Sumstine, Bunger, Yant, and Schneider. Motion
carried.

Yant motioned to adjourn at 6:13 p.m. and Bunger seconded. On roll call, the following voted aye: Bunger, Sumstine, Yant and
Schneider. Meeting adjourned.
