A RESOLUTION DIRECTING THE SALE OF SURPLUS PERSONAL PROPERTY OF

 WHEREAS, State Statute 17-503.02 allows for the sale of surplus personal 

property by posting the sale in three prominent places within the City for a period of not 

less than seven days prior to the sale; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Minden will sell the surplus items via public auction and 

the City of Minden staff may dispose of any items not bid on during the public auction. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and City Council of the 

City of Minden that the following City property is declared surplus and will be sold for at 

least the minimum value of $1.  All units sold without any warranty or any expressed 

warranty.
